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	Background Knowledge: In Ojibwe culture eagals symolize love, wisdom, and respect. Ravens symbolize trickery and curiosity. 
Richard Egamese is the author and after he died his family published this book. 
The forest has a lot of animals including ravens, squirls, bears, beavers, and other birds. 

Ravens are known for their curiosity and love of shiny objects. They are also highly intellegent. 

Animals have relationships with one another.

Wonder means inspiration or appreciation, or just something different. 
Family structures rely on the wisdom of older members to teach the younger members. 
Show pictures of the animals in the book and do a group brainstorm about what other animals there may be and how they interact with each other. 
	Funds of Knowledge: The raven in the story is viewed by the animals, including the squirl, beaver, bear, and heron, to be noisy and curious. 

Some family cultures are a bit more "free-range" and let their children explore, while others are more cautious and do not allow their children to go out of sight. 
Animals communicate with one another. 
Eagles are respected creatures. 
Children respect what their grandparents have to say and the advice they give. 

Creation is a word that refers to all of the living beings: two-legged, four-legged, plants, and insects, and their realationship. 
	Potential Stumbling Blocks: Students might wonder why the mom had a hard time letting Ruben go far off because he can fly. 

Others may wonder why Grandpa Raven is ok with letting a young bird go so far from home.

What if he got hurt?

Students may not understnd why Ruben is so interested in having new experiences if they are too young to be far away from their families. 

The students may wonder what the relationship between Ruben and the other animals is. 
	Instructional Opportunities: 

How does Ruben feel when he is looking up at the flying eagle? "How do you think he feels?" 

Where does each student feel inspiration?

We learn from eachother by asking questions and watching how other people do things. 

We learn our own value by recognizing that we are all different and being the same as everyone else would make the world a pretty boring place. Other people have amazing gifts, but so do we all.  
Reflecting inward and recognizing when you are jealous of other people, and then turning that into admiration and recognizing your own qualities. 
How can we carry respect for all creatures.
